
Bookworks’ Book Consignment Policy
Bookworks will pay 60% for a consignment.  The basic handling fee for consignmment 
books is $25., which includes shipping for returned product.  Bookworks will take 5 copies of the 
book initially.  Bookworks agrees to display books left here on a consignment basis for 3 months.  
During that period, Bookworks may contact the consignor to request additional quantities for 
sales, and/or to pay the consignor for items already sold.  Bookworks will send any unsold books 
and any payment accrued from book sales to an address that the consignor provides.  Payment will 
be calculated quarterly.
